Warning of impending judgment
» Caused by natids sinfulness
» Description of the sin

Description of the coming judgment
Call for repentance
Promise of future deliverance

Jonah

 One of most ridiculed Bible books

* Three basic approaches
Mythological
Allegorical
Literal-Historical




» Mythological
Liberal view
Treats the book as untrue
